Application for admission for Yochi En (kindergartens) and Hoiku En (nursery 

schools) are accepted for fiscal year 2018 (Heisei 30). Refer to the following 

details when submitting your application.  

Application period: September 13 (Wed) to 15 (Fri). Submit application to the first choice of kindergarten. 

Hours: between 8:30am and 5:15pm (in case application is delayed, submit it between 9/19 (Tue) and 21 (Thr) 

from 8:30am and 5:15pm to Hoiku Yochien Ka at Koka City Hall).  

Submit: Admission application (にゅうえんがんしょ /入園願書 ) (Admission application is available at each 

kindergarten, Tsuchiyama Chiiki Shimin Center, Koka Ohara Chiiki Shimin Center, Konan Daiichi Chiiki 

Shimin Center, Shigaraki Chiiki Shimin Center and Hoiku Yochien Ka at Koka City Hall). 

Important: Applying child and parents must be registered Koka residents. For currently enrolled children, 

submission of Application for Continuation (ざいえんがんしょ /在園願書) is required and will be distributed 

through school. For families on the waiting list must submit admission application again. Drawing will take 

place if applications exceed available seats.

Information regarding private kindergarten was 
published in August 15th issue of Koka newsletter. For details on private kindergarten, ask the school directly. 

Application period: October 2 (Mon) to October 13 (Fri)  

Submit to: Submit your application to the currently enrolled school. For newly applying and those on the 

waiting list, submit application to the first choice of nursery school. (In case application cannot be submitted to 

the first choice of school, submit it to Tsuchiyama Chiiki Shimin Center, Koka Ohara Chiiki Shimin Center, 

Konan Daiichi Chiiki Shimin center, Shigaraki Chiiki Shimin Center or Hoiku Yochien Ka at Koka City Hall).

Admission criteria: Applying guardians must be employed (including work from home) or cannot take care of 

child(ren) at home due illness or caregiving for the ill. Applying families must be registered Koka residents. 

Submit: Nursery School Application for Admission and Certification (and Record of Child) (にゅうえんもうしこみ

しょ/入園申込書) and certificate of employment. (Application and guide are available at each nursery school, 

Tsuchiyama Chiiki Shimin Center, Koka Ohara Chiiki Shimin Center, Konan Daiichi Chiiki Shimin Center, 

Shigaraki Chiiki Shimin Center, Kosodate Shien Center and Hoiku Yochien Ka at Koka City Hall). 

Important: Currently enrolled children must submit the application for admission as well. For families on the 

waiting list must submit the application again. Families planning on enrolling your child(ren) mid-year must 

submit the application during the above date. You may also submit application for the child who has not been 

born yet. Admission is granted in the order of points scored on the assessment criteria. If applicants exceed the 

available seats, your child may be admitted to the second choice of school. Schools with few applicants may be 

closed. If you wish to enroll your child(ren) to school outside of Koka City, consult with Hoiku Yochien Ka on 

the second floor of Koka City Hall.

     To support families with children and alleviate some of their financial 
burdens, Koka City has extended the eligibility for free medical expenses for 

children from the 3rd grade to the 6th grade. With this update starting in 
October, all children up to 6th grade will receive (without income cap) medical 
treatment covered by health insurance at no costs. Letter of notice has been 
sent out in late August to those who qualify. To receive treatment for free, 

families must have Ticket for Medical Treatment Expenses (ふくしいりょうひ じゅきゅう

けん). Do not forget to apply for this subsidy. 
Added eligible children: must be registered in Koka City. Children in grade 4 
to 6. *Recipients of welfare for children with severe physical/mental disability, 
welfare for single parent household or recipients of welfare are not included.  
Apply: Complete the application and submit it via mail in the provided 
envelope. Details on how to fill out and required documents are included in 
the notice. Application must be submitted by September 8 (Fri). *Late 
submission may create an uncompensated period.
