To assist these students,
Koka city launched an introductory Japanese educational program called Kawasemi Course
in September, 2018 that helps foreign students learn about the Japanese language, culture
and daily life at Japanese schools. And to further enhance instruction, we opened a new
“Second Kawasemi Course” in May 2024.

We hope that many students begin their studies in Japan by studying at Kawasemi Course
as a way to enable the smooth adaptation to Japanese school life.

It is our earnest desire that no one will be left behind and that as many foreign students
as possible have a pleasant school life and keep on stepping toward their dreams on the
basis of what they learned in Kawasemi Course. Hopefully, they will consider Koka city
their irreplaceable “furusato” (hometown), and we hope from the bottom of our hearts that
they will feel truly happy.
