Construction Waste (left by construction companies): bathtubs, sinks,
hot water heaters (boilers), solar water heaters/bath, etc.

- Never dispose of small rechargeable batteries at garbage collection sites. These batteries may cause fires in garbage collection vehicles or waste Industrial Waste: Farming materials (fertilizer bags, sheeting, etc.)
processing facilities due to the high risk of heat generation and ignition caused by damage, deformation, or impact. construction scraps, etc.

- Manufacturers and import distributors of small rechargeable batteries are obligated to voluntarily collect and recycle them. To dispose of them, contact
retailers (e.g., electronics stores or home improvement centers) to confirm whether they accept collections.

- If small rechargeable batteries cannot be collected by retailers, insulate the terminals with adhesive tape before bringing them to Eco Stations, non-

burnable waste processing facilities (Minakuchi, Tsuchiyama, and Koka), the Seikatsu Kankyo Ka, or Chiiki Shimin Centers (local community center).
